Storing and Record Keeping 
Controlled Drugs

Method #1:
∙ Wall lock box or gun safe
∙ CIIs need to visibly be separated from CIII-Vs
∙ Manual drug logbook
∙ Must always be kept locked, but this is often 

not the case



Storing and Record Keeping Controlled Drugs 
Automated Dispensing

Method #2:
∙ Automated dispensing
∙ Single-item access
∙ Automated drug logs
∙ Can be challenging if 

there is an extended 
power outage



Administering & Dispensing Controlled Drugs 

Process – Before Meds are Administered or Dispensed

1. Calculate the Dose
2. Gather supplies 
3. Fill in the controlled drug logbook completely
4. Draw up the dose (or count out tabs)
5. Administer the medication (or give owner meds to 

go home)
6. Administrations are logged on the animal’s 

treatment sheet

MAPS

• Very Manual Process
• One set of rules for veterinary 

reporting and “everyone else”
• Documentation that is not clear or is 

incomplete 
• Number of labor hours required to 

correctly report
• Can be difficult to isolate CS 

dispenses
• Collecting owner’s DOB is VERY 

challenging
• Reporting within required timeframe
• Regulation updates
